as Gatekeepers, Greeters, and Traffic Controllers. Their 
presence and assistance ensured that those picking up 
children were able to move in and out of the school yard 
quickly and safely. 
 
Our  st udent s are to be commended also for their 
outstanding conduct during the drill.  Although it was a 
long afternoon for them, they handled the “change in 
routine” as if it was routine!  I would, most particularly, 
like to commend our sevent h and eight h gr ade 
Fait h Family leader s who assisted with the 
supervision of younger students.  They designed simple 
activities, brought board games, and, overall, helped to 
make the day proceed smoothly.  I know we are all 
grateful for their responsible and caring leadership. 
 
A few reminders after our  practice drill:  
 Please make sure ever yone you wish to authorize 

to pick up your child in the event of an emergency is 
listed on your child’s emergency form.  The school will 
not release your child to anyone not listed on your 
child’s form. 

 Please make sure you list the f ull legal name of 
anyone authorized to pick your child up.  “Aunt Mary” 
or “Mr. and Mrs. Smith”  are not full legal names.  We 
need “Mary Jones” or “Fred and Carol Smith.”  
Similarly, “Magic Johnson” is a nickname; your child’s 
emergency form would need to list “Earvin Johnson.” 

 Please remember that anyone who comes to pick up 
your child in an emergency will be r equir ed t o 
show pict ur e I D (generally a driver’s license).  If 
the name on the picture ID does not match the name 
on the emergency form, the person will not be 
allowed to pick up your child.  For example, if you 
have listed “Janet Armstrong” and her license has 
her maiden name,  “Janet Wilson,” she will NOT be 
able pick up your child.  

 
Our goal is to ensure the safety of all children at all 
times.  Thank you for your cooperation in adhering to the 
procedures listed above.  
 
As the fourth quarter begins, I would like to share some 
of the academic accomplishments of our students by 
publishing the names of our fifth to eighth graders who 
made the Honor  Roll.  Students who receive A’s and B’s 
in all subjects make the Honor Roll.  Students who 
receive straight A receive special recognition.

We tell our stories 
from the beginning of Genesis to Abraham’s faith when 
called by God to sacrifice Isaac through Moses leading the 
Israelites out of Egypt.  We will celebrate, too, the Liturgy 
of Baptism, when new members of the Church are baptized 
and we renew our baptismal promises.  
 
We celebrate on Easter Sunday the resurrection and the 
possibility of our redemption, a gift of a loving God.  With 
raised voices we will again joyfully sing “Alleluia!”
