do this through outreach and stewardshipNone with global
implications and the other with local implications.

The global outreach involves raising monies to build a
well in an area suffering from lack of clean water. Funds
raised will be funneled through the Catholic Relief Services,
an overseas relief and development agency of the United
States Conference of Catholic Bishops and the US Catholic
community. Catholic Relief Services is one of the most
ef ficient humanitarian agencies in the world, with 94.2% of
all resources going directly to programs. Our local
outreach will be part of the Oakland Diocese Lenten
Campaign for Catholic Education. Monies raised in this
campaign will be used to start an endowment fund for
Catholic education in our diocese. The goal of the
endowment is to ensure the long term viability and
educational excellence of our schools. For the next two
weeks, we hope our families will support the clean water
campaign. During the last half of Lent, we hope they will

support the Cat holic education campaign.

What we are suggesting during these first two weeks is
that families give up non-essential drinks, such as soda,
Jamba Juice, wine, and coffee. All monies that would have
been spent on these drinks can be donated to our Qvell
fund.O 1, for example, spend $3.60 a day on my morning
latte. For the next two weeks, | will save this money to
contribute towards a well. What can you and your
family save by giving up non- essential drinks?

We are using fifteen-year-old Ryan Hreljac of Ontario,
Canada, as a role model for our students during this
campaign. | think you will be impressed by Ryan® story as
we are.

Ryan was a six-year-old at Holy Cross Catholic School when
he learned from his first grade teacher that children and
adults in African countries were dying because they didn®
have access to clean drinking water. | think most of us are
af fected when we hear about the conditions under which
some people in countries poorer than ours live. We don®,
however, necessarily take action. Ryan, though, was a man
of action. He went home, told his parents he was going to
dig a well in Africa, and begged them to give him extra
chores so that he could earn the necessary money. He
managed to put aside $75, the amount he thought was
needed to drill a well.

With his mother® help, he took the money to WaterCan, a
non-prof it organization dedicat ed to providing clean water in
poor countries. They, of course, told him $75 was not
enough to build a well. It would cost much more, $2000 in
Uganda.

Now Ryan was a very determined young man. |nstead of
giving up, he offered to do more chores around his home,
earning $2 for each of them. I n the meantime, his mother
did some research and found out that the Canadian
I nternational Development Agency would match Ryan®
donation at greater than a 1:1 ratio. |f Ryan could earn
$700, the Canadian government would put up the remaining
$1300. Ryan® parents e-mailed friends and family for help,
telling them about Ryan® dream to build a well in Africa.
The local newspaper became interested in the indomitable
spirit of thisfirst grader. Some of the people who read the
article sent donations. Ryan continued doing chores and by
August he had the $700.

The project, however, was not as simple as it first appeared.
Raising adequate money was only the first step in the
process. Once the village received the funding, it would still
take twenty people digging f or ten days with a hand auger to
drill the wellNalthough with a portable motorized drill they
could do it in one day. A motorized drill cost $25,000.
Ryan® response? We® raise the money for the drill. |
want everyone in Africa to have clean water.0 Now
remember, Ryan was only six!

He went to work. Again he found out he could get matching
funds from the Canadian gover nment, but he would have to
raise $8,000 first. And he did it!
interviewed him and Ryan made the news because he was

doing something great. He was attempting the impossible,
but, in the end, he raised the money for the drill and his
well was constructed. Soon after, Ryan® neighbor surprised
him with frequent flyer miles and Ryan and his mot her were
able to travel to Uganda to see the well his work had
wrought. When he arrived, 5,000 children standing ar ound
the well applauded him, singing & thanking him for what is
now known as GRyan® Well.O

Ryan and his family started a non-profit organization called
QRyan® Well.O Since 1999, they have helped raise over
$1,500,000 to build 266 wells in 12 African countries,
including Uganda, Malawi, Nigeria, Kenya, Ethiopia, and
Tanzania. Ryan speaks frequently to community groups,
schools, and world leaders, asking them to help him reach

his goal of (Clean water for everyone in Africa.0

BASI C FUND FINANCI AL
ASSISTANCE

C(rhe Basic Fund is a privately funded program dedicated
to broadening the educational opportunities for children
by helping low-income families af ford the cost of tuition
at private schools.O

To qualify for Basic Fund tuition assistance, a f amily must

meet ALL of the following requirements:

1. The family must plan to have their child attend a
qualif ying privat e school. (All Saints School qualifies.)

2. The child must meet all academic and ot her admission
requirements of the school.

3. The child must be entering kindergarten to 8th
grade.

4. The family must meet the income eligibility guidelines
set by the Basic Fund. Maximum income for a family
of two (one child and one parent) cannot exceed
$36,289. Maximum income f or af amily of five cannot
exceed $64,099.

The Basic Fund awards scholarships of up to $1,500
annually per child for a minimum of four years. Once
eligibility is established, names are placed in a drawing in
early May. |f you have an incoming kindergartner and are
in need of tuition assistance, please ask Mrs. Nobriga for
an application. |f you know anyone who would like their
child to receive a Catholic school education but is not
pursuing this dream because of finances, please pass this
inf ormation along to them. More information is available
at  www.basicf und.org. Basic Fund information and

applications may also be picked up in the All Saints
Cat holic School of fice and are mailed directly to the Basic

Fund. Applications must be postmarked by April 13th.

Please note: |f your family is currently receiving
tuition assistance from the Basic Fund AND vyou
have a younger child who will be entering All
Saints for the first time, you must complete a
NEW application and send it to the Basic Fund no
later than April 13th.
