“The Basic Fund is a privately funded program dedicated 
to broadening the educational opportunities for children 
by helping low-income families afford the cost of tuition 
at private schools.” 
 
To qualif y f or  Basic Fund t uit ion assist ance, a f amily must  

meet  ALL of  t he f ollowing r equir ement s: 

1. The f amily must  plan t o have t heir  child at t end a 

qualif ying pr ivat e school.  (All Saint s School qualif ies.)

4. The f amily must  meet  t he income eligibil it y guidelines 

set  by t he Basic Fund.  Maximum income f or  a f amily 

of  t wo (one child and one par ent ) cannot  exceed 

$ 36,289.  Max imum income f or  a f amily of  f ive cannot
