Many felt students
were not adhering to the school unif orm code and that the
faculty and administration were not enforcing the code
adequately. We concurred that we could indeed do a better
job in this area and so, earlier this month, both faculty and
| addressed this issue with students, reminding t hem of

school unif orm expectations.

As information, | reprint here for families the school
policies regarding the unif orm code as published in the
All Saints Catholic School Parent-Student Handbook
Student Handbook:

All Saints Catholic School takes pride inits tradition of
excellence. This tradition should be evident to those
who come in contact with representatives of the
school. The best representatives of any school are its
students; theref ore, certain basic regulations exist for
dress and grooming. These regulations are in the
interest of creating an atmosphere conducive to
learning and to demonstrating pride in All Saints

Cat holic School.

SCHOOL UNIFORM

Neatness, cleanliness, and strict adherence to

unif orm regulations are required of all students and
expect ed by school personnel and administration. All
Saints students are required to be in a complete and
clean unif orm every day of school (including the first
day) unless the day is designated as a special dress
day. Students who arrive at school in a unif orm t hat
is not clean, neat, of proper fit, or in good repair will
be required to call home f or a change of clothing.

THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS TO ANY PART
OF THE UNIFORM REQUIREMENT. Violations will
result ina unif orminfraction. Students who receive a
uniform infraction forfeit their next special dress
opportunity.
infractions may be subject to further disciplinary

Students earning repeated unif orm
action.

In addition to the general uniform requirements

listed above, the following regulations and/or

restrictions apply to all students:

= All shirts and blouses are to be tucked into the
pants or skirt at all times.

= Pants are to be properly fitted at the waist and
length. Baggy, flare, bell bottom, and oversized
pants are not to be worn.

=  Boys must wear belts.

®  Only clear nail polish may be worn.

= BoysO hair may extend down to the top of the
standard shirt collar. Tails of any kind are

unacceptable for boys. All hair styles for both

boys and girls must be kept neat and clean. NO
EXTREME COLORS, STYLES, ORCUTS ARE
ALLOWED. The administration will determine
the appropriateness of any hair cut or style.

. Eighth grade girls may wear light make-up. The
appropriateness of such make-up will be left to
the discretion of the junior high teachers and
the school administration. Make-up may not be
wor n by other than eighth grade girls.

e Girls may wear post earrings only. Only one
earring may be worn in each ear. Boys may not
wear earrings.

e Jewelry is to be kept to a minimum. No more
than one necklace may be worn at atime.

e With the exception of the uniform cap (which
may only be worn outdoor s), hats are NOT to be
wor n at school even on special dress days.

* Tennis shoes, tie or Velcro, are required. No
other types of shoes are acceptable. [Pease
note the description of shoes on page 65 inthe
Handbook: Shoes are to be low-cut only and
must be navy blue, white, black, or brown.]

e Socks must be proper anklets or knee-socks.
Sport socks that come just to the top of the
shoe are NOT acceptable.

* Jackets may NOT to be worn indoors at any
time.

e ALL uniform items and personal belongings
should be marked with the student® name.
Markings should be permanent (i.e. sewn in name
tags, written in per manent marker).

The administration reserves the right to send home

any student who appears in dress deemed inappro-

priate for school, including on special dress days.

SPECIAL DRESS CODE

Care should be taken as to the pictures or messages
contained on any tee-shirt. Socks must be worn. In
order to take part in normal school activities tennis
shoes are to be worn.

Mini-skirts (shorter than 2 inches above the knee), cut -
of fs, short shorts, halter tops, midriffs, sloppy shirts,
grubbies, tank tops, sweat suits, camouflage fatigues,
clinging stretch pants, leggings, sandals, pajama
bottoms, biker-style shorts, long underwear, and
baggy/ oversized styles of clothing are not allowed.
This list is offered as a guide and is not necessarily
exhaustive. Neatness, modesty, and appropriateness
for required physical activities should be kept in mind
when monitoring special dress choices. The
administration reserves the right to determine the
appropriateness of a student® dress. The ad-
ministration is happy to answer questions regarding
the appropriateness of specific attire.

Students who arrive at school dressed in a manner
deemed by the administration to be inappropriate will
be required to call home to request that a unif orm be
delivered to school for them.

MASS/LITURGY DRESS
On days when students attend Mass or participate in

liturgical celebrations, they are to dress in formal
unif orm. This means:

*Boys are to wear long pants, a white or navy shirt, and
a school sweater or sweatshirt.

*Girls are to wear a jumper or skirt, a white blouse or
a white or navy shirt, and a school sweater or
sweat shirt.

*Shorts may NOT to be worn on Mass days.

We ask you to please go over these expectations with your
child/ren and let them know that you, too, expect them to
comply with these policies. Thank you very much for your
help in this area.

Certain activity days, as determined by t he school, allow
students to dress mor e casually than t he unif orm policy.
These are not considered Gree dressObecause it is still
expected that students will dress in a manner
appropriate to a Catholic school.

Jeans may be worn; they must, however, be neat and
clean and free of decorative patches or holes. All
shirts and blouses, especially tee-shirts, are to be
appropriate tothe environment of a Catholic school.
