Earth Day, as some of  you ar e undoubt edly awar e, was 

t he br ainchild of  f or mer  U.S. Senat or  Gaylor d Nelson, a man 

gr eat ly concer ned about  envir onment al issues.  Alt hough by 

1963 he had succeeded in get t ing t he Pr esident  and 

Congr ess t o addr ess some of  t hese issues, he f elt  t hat  t he 

ent ir e nat ion needed t o be bet t er  educat ed about  t he 

impact  humankind was having on t he ear t h.  He believed t hat  

r esponsible cit izenr y included being pr oact ive st ewar ds of  

t he ear t h. I n 1969 t he det er mined envir onment al act ivist  

launched a campaign t hat  r esult ed in t he f ir st  Ear t h Day 

celebr at ion on Apr il 22, 1970.  This annual event  is now 

obser ved in count r ies t hr oughout  t he wor ld.  I t  is a day set  

aside f or  all of  us t o lear n about  and pledge t o wor k on 

solving t he pr oblems t hat  cont inue t o negat ively impact  our  

planet .
