r ef er ence.]  
 

We all under st and how impor t ant  st udy skills ar e t o t he 

success of  a st udent .  I n f act , exper ience t ells us t hat  most  

low gr ades ar e t he r esult  of  def icient  or ganizat ion/ st udy 

skills, not  t he r esult  of  lack of  abilit y.  Alt hough some 

st udent s seem t o have an innat e abilit y t o or ganize t heir  

wor k and t heir  lives, most  need t o be t aught  ways t o do so 

ef f ect ively.  I n gener al, even t he most  academically 

pr of icient  st udent s f eel t hey could gr ow in t he ar eas of  

or ganizat ion and st udy skillsÑ especially since lif e in t he 

21st  cent ur y can be hect ic and over -f i lled wit h act ivit y.   
 

For  all of  t hese r easons, t he f acult y det er mined last  year  

t hat  we needed t o place mor e emphasis on or ganizat ional 

and st udy skills.  This is why we changed t he f or mat  of  our  

par ent -t eacher  conf er ences.
