Thank you all f or  your  act ive par t icipat ion in our  Parent-
Student-Teacher Conferences.  The f eedback f r om 

ever yoneÑ par ent s, st udent s, and t eacher sÑ has been 

over whelmingly posit ive.  Fr om our  youngest  st udent s t o our  

oldest , all seem t o have set  r ealist ic goals t hat  should 

posit ively impact  t heir  ef f ect iveness as lear ner s.   
 

I  would like t o f ollow up wit h t hese conf er ences by of f er ing 

some gener al suggest ions t hat  help st udent s develop st r ong 

st udy skills. 
• Make sure your child has ONE particular 

place to study and t hat  he/ she uses t his place 

consist ent ly.  This could be his/ her  own desk, t he 

kit chen t able, t he dining r oom t able, et c. 
 

• The place where your child studies needs to 
be relatively free of distractions.  Resear ch 

indicat es t hat  most  st udent s st udy best  in a quiet  

envir onment . This means, f or  example,  

o t hat  siblings ar e not  r unning ar ound or  playing in 

t he near  vicinit y, 

o t hat  t he t elevision is of f , 

o t hat  conver sat ion is not  going on in close 

pr oximit y t o t he st udy ar ea,

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I  r ecommend t he f ollowing: 

o Look f or  t he weekly homewor k packet  which gener ally 

goes home on Monday. 

o Alt hough t he homewor k packet  is sent  home on 

Monday, homewor k is of t en due in incr ement s over  

t he cour se of  t he week.  Check daily t o make sur e 

assignment s ar e complet e and packed up t o be 

r et ur ned t o school. 

o Check your  childÕs backpack and homewor k f older  

night ly.  Did he/ she t ur n his/ her  homewor k in? 
 

• If missing or late assignments are an issue 
with your third or fourth grader, I  r ecommend 

t he f ollowing: 

o Look at  your  childÕs homewor k f older  daily.  Your  

child should be copying all assignment s down on 

his/ her  assignment  sheet .  I s s/ he t ur ning his/ her  

homewor k in? 

o As a back-up, you can also check your homewor k.com.  

Bot h Mr s. Alexander  and Mr s. Zahut a post  homewor k 

assignment s and indicat e due dat es on a daily basis. 

o Check your  childÕs homewor k daily t o make sur e it  is 

complet e and is placed in his/ her  homewor k f older  

r eady t o r et ur n t o school. 
 

• If missing or late assignments are an issue 
with your fifth to eighth grader, I  r ecommend 

t he f ollowing: 

o Check your  childÕs homewor k not ebook on a r egular  

(or  even daily) basis.  I s s/ he wr it ing assignment s 

down daily? 

o As back-up, check your homewor k.com.  Teacher s in 

gr ades f ive t o eight  post  homewor k on a daily basis. 

o Unt il we ar e back on-line wit h Power  School (which 

should be any day now), f if t h t o eight h gr ade 

t eacher s ar e doing missing assignment  r epor t s f or  

st udent s wit h missing assignment s. Missing 

assignment s ar e eit her  not at ed in t he homewor k 

agenda or  on a separ at e sheet  at t ached t o t he 

homewor k not ebook.  Ask your  child about  missing 

assignment  r epor t s. 

o Have your  child place all his/ her  homewor k in t he 

f r ont  sect ion of  an accor dion f older  and check daily 

t o make sur e it  is get t ing t ur ned in.

o t hat  t he phone is of f -limit s, and 

o t hat  t he st er eo or  r adio ar e of f  (unless t he 

music is quiet  and peacef ul and t he volume low). 
 

• The study area should have a comfortable 
chair in which your  child can sit  f or  r elat ively long 

per iods of  t ime. I t  should also have good lighting.  
 
• All study materials need to be in close 

proximity to the study area.  Such mat er ials, 

dependent  upon t he age of  t he child, might  include 

o pencils, pens, cr ayons, et c. 

o r esour ce books such as a Bible, a dict ionar y, a 

t hesaur us, an at las, and an almanac 

o binder  paper  and gr aph paper  

o a r uler , scissor s, and glue 

o a calculat or  
 
• Whenever  possible, your child should study at 

the same time each day.  Gener ally, it  is 

r ecommended t hat  t his is as ear ly in t he af t er noon as 

possible.  Ar r iving home t o a snack and 30 minut es of  

Òdown t imeÓ is usually suf f icient  bef or e st ar t ing 

homewor k.  I f  your  child f ollows such a r out ine, his/ her  

af t er  dinner  t ime can be devot ed t o spor t s, play, 

t elephone conver sat ion, comput er  games and 

cor r espondence, wat ching TV, et c.  As adult s, we know 

how har d it  is t o st ar t  a pr oj ect  or  r esume wor k 

Òhomewor kÓ at  8:30 or  9:00 at  night .  I t  is no dif f er ent  

f or  our  childr en. 
 

• For  some st udent s, setting goals and allowing 
breaks helps.  How you set  t his syst em up depends on 

your  individual child and his/ her  age.  For  example, ÒI f  

you f inish t hese t wo pages of  mat h, you can t ake a t en 

minut e br eak bef or e st ar t ing your  social st udies 

homewor k.Ó or  ÒI f  you wor k diligent ly f or  half  an hour , 

you may have a t en minut e br eak bef or e you cont inue 

wit h t he r est  of  your  homewor k.Ó 
 

• I t  doesnÕt  mat t er  if  your  child is in f ir st  gr ade or  in 
eight h gr ade, his/her homework needs to be 
monitored.   How much monit or ing depends on t he 

individual.  A child who f r equent ly has missing or  lat e 

assignment s needs much mor e monit or ing t han a child 

who r ar ely has one. 
 

• If missing or late assignments are an issue with 
your first or second grader,

The Oakland Diocesan Saf e Envir onment  f or  Childr en 

Pr oj ect  was developed in cooper at ion wit h t he Oakland 

Diocesan Pr esbyt er al Council in compliance wit h t he 

adopt ion of  t he Char t er  f or  t he Pr ot ect ion of  Childr en 

and Young People developed at  t he US Conf er ence of  

Cat holic Bishops in J une 2002.  Adher ence t o t he policy 

and implement at ion of  t he pr oj ect  is a mandat e f r om 

Bishop Vigner on.   
 

Compliance wit h t he t er ms of  t he Saf e Envir onment  f or  

Childr en Mandat e r equir es t hat  ALL volunteers be 

scr eened year ly t hr ough t he MeganÕs Law pr ocess* , 

complet e an bi-annual training** (which can be done 

on-line), and agr ee t o t he Diocesan Policy of  Expect at ions 

and Guidelines f or  Minist r y t o Minor s.    
 

Since all f amilies sign a cont r act  t o volunt eer  a minimum 

number  of  hour s at  t he school, in essence, t he policy 

r equir es t hat  at  least  one par ent  in each f amily comply 

wit h t he t er ms det ailed above.  I f  gr andpar ent s, ot her  

r elat ives, or  f r iends will be complet ing hour s on behalf  of  

any child, t hey, t oo, ar e subj ect  t o t he above 

r equir ement s. NO ONE CAN BE ALLOWED TO 
CHAPERONE ON A FIELD TRIP OR VOLUNTEER AT 
SCHOOL IN ANY CAPACITY UNTIL HE/SHE HAS 
COMPLETED THE TRAINING.

The easiest  way t o access t he sit e is t hr ough t he Oakland 

Diocesan websit e at  www.oakdiocese.or g.  Once t her e, 

click on ÒSaf e Envir onment  Tr ainingÓ on t he menu on t he 

r ight  side of  t he page. The t r aining can be done in an hour  

and a half  or  less.  You can do par t  of  it  and t hen r et ur n 

t o complet e it  on anot her  day if  you wish.  At  t he end, you 

will be asked t o agr ee t o t he Diocesan Policy of  

Expect at ions and Guidelines f or  Minist r y t o Minor s.  You 

will t hen be able t o pr int  your  cer t if icat e of  complet ion.  

Each volunt eer  will need t o send a copy of  his/ her  

cer t if icat e and a check f or  $ 5.00 (t o cover  t he cost  of  

t he on-line class) t o t he school of f ice.
