DELINQUENT TUITION
POLICIES *

Please remember that tuition is due to Armanino McKenna
on the first of each month August to May. Tuition is
delinquent on the tenth and is assessed a $25 late fee
payable with the next mont h® tuition.

When tuition is not paid by the tenth day of the month, a
representative from Armanino may contact the family via
telephone or voice mail. Should tuition not be received af ter
this contact, any of the following steps may be taken.

e Armanino and/or the school may send a written
notice to the family.

* The Principal or designee may contact the family
directly requesting that the account be made
current.

e The Principal may arrange a payment program to
meet extraordinary circumstances if the family has
personally made a request in writing in a timely
manner .

The school reserves the right to do any of the following
with regard to the payment of past due accounts for which
no payment arrangements have been made:

e Require the family to make all future tuition
payments using Electronic Funds Transfer.

e Withhold report cards.

* Deny a student enrollment for the following month,
quarter, or semester.

®* Deny a graduating student participation in
graduation activities (including the Baccalaureate
Mass and graduation ceremony) and/or withhold a
diploma.

I n cases in which tuition is still not forthcoming, the school
will turn the collection of unpaid tuition over to a collection
agency. The family then becomes responsible for both the
tuition itself and all costs associated with its collection.

Families whose tuition payments are in arrears
are urged to bring their accounts up to date
immediately to avoid any of the consequences
delineated above.
