ASBESTOS PROGRAM 

MANAGEMENT 
Each year we are required by the Environmental 
Protection Agency to inform the school community of the 
presence of asbestos containing materials in the school 
building.  Our asbestos consultant, in accordance with the 
Environmental Protection Agency’s Asbestos Emergency 
Response Act (AHERA), inspects annually all asbestos-
containing building materials at All Saints Catholic School.  
No asbestos abatement occurred during the 2006-2007 
school year.  Operations and maintenance repair activities 
were conducted in accordance with E.P.A. guidelines 
throughout the year.  Asbestos-containing building 
materials (ACBM) within the school’s facilities are in good 
condition and pose no threat to the health or safety of 
our students and staff.  All of the ACBM is addressed 
under a comprehensive Operations and Maintenance 
Program.
